Packing List for Weekend Campout:
The Troop provides the following:
1. Tents  and ground cloth

2. Troop and Patrol Cooking gear

Scouts should bring:
1. Bag lunch or dinner for the day we leave (depending on trip) 

2. Boy Scout Handbook - Always bring your Boy Scout Handbook! 

3. Backpack to store and transport all gear

4. RAIN GEAR - A cheap poncho is generally sufficient. Rain gear is often misplaced after a rain event. Please label your rain gear. 

5. Sleeping bag - Appropriately rated for the expected weather. A sleeping back with a fleece sleeping bag liner combination will satisfy the needs of your scout for all of the weather possibilities. The fleece liner can add 10 - 20 degrees to the comfort rating of a sleeping bag. In the warmer months the fleece liner can be used instead of the sleeping bag. 

6. Sleeping pad for comfort and warmth in cold weather camping. 

7. Pillow (optional). 

8. Sleep wear - consider the weather and your son's preference for comfortable sleeping. Label clothing with your scout's name. 

9. Mess Kit. Traditional mess kit or just pack plastic ware from home. Be sure to have a plate, bowl, drink cup, and utensils. Label mess kit with scout's name. 

10. Tooth brush and toothpaste.

11. Soap / hand sanitizer

12. Small towel
13. Day pack (knapsack) 

14. Brimmed hat

15. Sunglasses

16. Flashlight. Send extra set of batteries.

17. Small Personal First Aide kit 

18. Pocket knife (provided scout has earned his “Boy Scout” Tote & Chip card)

19. Clothing - label all clothing with scout's name. 

· Class A uniform for when we travel 

· Extra t-shirts. 

· Extra socks

· Extra underwear 

· Hiking boots and spare shoes for the trip home (or just in case)
· Outerwear - layer appropriately 

20. Nalgene Water bottle or canteen - pre-fill the water bottle at home. The scout can refill it at camp but it's good to have water from home until the camp is setup. 

21. Medications - if the scout can self medicate, without reminders, it is OK to pack it in the boy's pack. If not present all meds with instructions to the Scoutmaster upon departure.  At summer camp “all” meds must be turned in to the health lodge.
22. Permission slip - available on the troop website. See the Forms section of the website http://bsatroop251.com/
NOTE - Store all clothing in zip lock bags

NOTE – No food or snacks in the tents. This just invites unwelcome visitors in the middle of the night. At night store all “smellables” (snacks, toothpaste, and deodorant) in the trailer at night

NOTE - leave all electronic gadgets at home. This includes cell phones.
